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John M. Rodgers, Director of Aviation Policy and Plans, has served with the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) for 30 years.  During his career with the FAA,

Mr. Rodgers has been extensively involved in policy development regarding Federal airport and airway system finances; airport environment, capacity and access; and FAA safety regulation.  He was responsible for coordinating FAA proposals on Vision 100-the Century of Aviation Reauthorization Act as well as prior FAA authority statutes.  Last fall, he and his staff assisted the Administrator in implementing the FAA’s Flight

Plan 2004-2008.  In recent years he has served as the head and as a member of the US delegations to ICAO panels and conferences concerned with both airport and air navigation service user charges and aviation environmental protection.  Existing Federal Aviation regulations for Notice, Analysis, and Approval of Airport Restrictions on the operations of Stage 2 and 3 aircraft were promulgated under Mr. Rodgers leadership. Subsequent to the terrorist events of 2001, Mr. Rodgers has been responsible for the expansion and implementation of the DOT/FAA Aviation Insurance Program.

Prior to joining the FAA in 1973, Mr. Rodgers was a Vice President of Jack Faucett Associates, an economic consulting firm based in Chevy Chase, Maryland.  Much of his seven-year consulting experience was devoted to transportation and energy industry problems and regional economic development.  Mr. Rodgers started his career at Black and Decker Manufacturing Company in market research.

Mr. Rodgers graduated from the Wharton School of Finance and Commerce, University of Pennsylvania, and subsequently pursued graduate studies in economics at Vanderbilt University.  He is a Certified Public Account (Maryland) and a member of the American Economic Association.  Mr. Rodgers has written several books related to regional economic models.
